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Abstract

The Special Character of Won-hyo in
fSamkukyusay

The object of this thesis is to find out the recognition of the class which
possessed tales of historical character in each tale and to analyse the type
of the character, Won-hyo. As [Samkukyusay was written by the
consistent narrating manner and have many tales of Won-hyo, it will be
devoted to the consistent analysis to deal each tale of Won-hyo in that
work.

Generally the historical characters of tales had been famous persons
historically with real name and different from common people. There is a
proper reason of their fame. That is, those characters have tremendous
ability or talent which distinguished from that class as commmon people. So
the class not only envy those characters but also attempts to put
themselves in same category with historical characters. It was possible to
reveal the historical characters as only common people in fact. Through
that process that class exposed their potential values and dissolved their
inferiority. These two tendency of that class are clearly showed in tales of
Won-hyo in 'Samkukyusay .

In the only one tale among tales of Won-hyo, he is showed as the main
character with special ability. And there can be found the basic recognition
of Won~hyo of the class.

And the rest of tales of Won-hyo as a minor, assistant character

presented the derivative recognitions of the class. That class knew very

well Won-hvo as the great monk in Shilla dynasty and derived Won-hyo a
minor, assitant character with extraordinary capacity. Because of these
recognition of that class, the tales of Won~hyo in Samkukyusay do never
show the vulgar feature of Won~-hyo at any case

In the special character(has an extraordinary ability, concealed in the
world) tale of Won-hyo, he is showed of great talented character who
solve the national crisis and foresight the future and sufficient for the hope
of that class instead of themselves by overcoming their difficulties. This
hopeful character were succeeded not only by main characters but also
minor assistant characters by that class. It can be considered same as this
case that a gifted character, for example a monk, overcome the national
difficulties and help a main character. For this case, it is more creditable
that a historical character as a minor character help a main character than
that a ficdonal character he helps a main character. By this reason, the
historical character was succeeded continually in narrative after that times
and positioned as a authorized helper.

Also, the two types, that is, which Won-hyo is showed as a special
character or a common character reveal the hidden value of the world In
the type of Won-hyo as a special character, he reveals both some
common characters and himself as talented character through his divine
capacity. Appositely in the type of Won-hyo as a common character, he is
exposed of only a common man with common difficulties and limits and he
is not better than common men. The class often make that kind of the
latter type. And they can position themselves as the same valuable
existence of historical characters through that processing. This is their
manners of the class coping with world.

Interestingly the tales of Won-hyo in TSamkukyusay are good proofs of
two points. That is, there are melted of the basic recogniton of Won~hvo

of that class and the derivate roles of Won-hyo of which origin is the
